THE TELEPHONE first came to Wheeling i
1808, when it was mitully shown on the old
Chicago Telephone Company’s 1oll department
map as a new 1ol station

Sometime in 1901, exchange service began o
be furnished for this town of 331 persons , and
two switchboards were reported in use by the
end of that year

Milwaukee Avenue returned to promnence in

the 1920 s , with the highway paved from Chicago
to Dundee Road The Whechng taverns along
the hughway were quate popular dunng profubiton,
and quite a few gambhing rmds were made along
the “Milwauker Stnip ™ as it was called

After World War L, the 1950 Wheeling census v o
916 remdents [n 1955, the subdivisaon bunkding boom
began with the buiding of Dunburst subdnison  To
keep up with the mcreased housng and resdents,
mdustry and commerce stanted growwng, and Wheeling
todey has many shoppang centors, mcluding four large
supcrmarkets (Note remember agaen thes s 1969)
