‘The names of the Illinois and other Indian villages west of the Mississippi generally correspond with those laid down on Marquette's map, but the Kaskaskia village on the 1linois River,
which Marquette mentions, is not represented here.  The frequent mention of mines—iron, <copper, coal, ctc —with the names l.ac de Michigami, Puans, Pewarea,and notably the word Elood Stones,

which also appears on Joliet's map of 1674, indicate that the above was made from his descriptions, or by himself, although errors in the map seem 1o refute such a supposition.

HISTORY OF WHEELING.
(TOMNSHIP)

The town of Wheeling Jies in tne north part of
Couk County, and is bounded on the north Ly lake
County, on the oast by Northlicld, on the sputh by
Maiue aud Elk Grove, and on tho woat Ly Palatino.
‘T'ho highest land in the township is in the western
rqrtion, thero being a gradual slope to the Desplaines
tiver, which flows gouthward through the eastern tier
of sectione. The soil is u rich prairio loam. Origi-
ually the timbor along tho Desplaines River consisted
of a belt ubout three-fourths of a mile in width, and
was, perhaps, egually divided bLetween Whecling and
Northfield.

Probubly the first settlor in the towa was a Mr.
Swect, whose first nmne cannot Le ascortained. Ifo
aerived in March, 1833, seleeled 2 elim on Secelion
13, and built s cobin, in which ho lived until the fol-
lowing Qctober. As this was before tho ratification
of the troaty with the Pottawatomio Indinus, with
reforenco to their retiroment from these lands, nud as
thay were gencrally opposed Lo their ocenpancy by
whils mon, Mr. Sweet must have boen an especially
friendly relations with thom in order to romain there,
and yot hig desire to remain scoms not to have been
excessively strong, for in October he sold his claim té
"c'fl'g,_'o Strong for #60. Mr. Stroug, before fipally
deciding to buy this claim, consulted Colonel Thomas

Timothy Titcomb almost imme-
diately afterward seltled just north of Mr, Strong, on
Section 13, but seon sold out to Myron Dimmick, whe
staid, howover, only three or four youre, William B,
Clay, and his two sons, John B. aund D. H. Clay, sottled
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on Section 12, S. M. Salishbury on Seclion 2, James

Chivel came in February, 1835, during which year
cighteen log houses at loast were raised. In March,
I§36,> William . Dunton moved into tho town and
has ever sinco heen 8 continuous resident. In 1837
Ephrain and Charles Morrison settled on Section 11
or 12; Russell Wheeler and Charler Daniele opened a
store where the villa%o of Wheeling is located, which
thoy kept four or fivo yoars, and sold to Joel I.
McDuffy. In 1838 & Mr. Shepard, or Shepherd,
started ‘a blacksmith shop, and Asher G. Skinner
arrived and settled on Section 12.  Daniel Martin came
in 1839. By this time thero woro about two hundred
inhabitants in the town. Aftor the ratification of tho
Tudian treaty the principal cause of excitement for the
first few years white men occupied this territory was
claim-jumping, and if no one was killed for this crime,
it was probably because tho rightful possessors were o
thoroughly united and organized as to be fully con-
scious of their strength sud fully assured of success in
the defense of their rights, as claim-jumpers usually
had to fight eingle-handed. A committee consistiv
of seven citizens, belonging to Wheeling, was appoin

to docide on questions of rightful ownorsbip 1 all
cases of claim-jumping. ‘This was the Inferior Court.
Besides this, a Superior Court, or Court of Appeal,
was appointed, consisting of threo citizens, S, M. Salis-
bury, Georgo Strong, and Josoph Filkins, beforo which
any caso might be carried if the decision of the Infe.
rior Court cansed dissatisfaction, but the docision of the
Superior Court was final. Tie most serions difficulty
tho ecttlers of Wheeling wero connocted with was the
ejecting of a claim-jumper from a claim just north of
tho present bonndary of their town in Lake Couuty, in

which case the claimant was assisted by two female.

mombers of his family feigning sickness. A physician,
summoned for the purpose, examined the **sick®
women and pronounced thom in perfect hoalth, and
on tho strength of his report tho women wero carried
out of doors on their beds by the Wheeling vigilantes,
and the houso pulled down, This was about tho last
of the difficulties of this kiund.

In 1837 a survey of the lands in this town was
made, and as it was known that tho boundarics of the
various claims alromdy taken could not correspond
with the section lines that wounld be rum, tho eottlers,
by mutual consent, selected S. M. Salisbury to purchaso
all tho land they had cluimed, with Uig nndorstanding
thdt he should re.deed each one's iudividual claim to
him, as nearly as practicable, being at tho samo time
govorned by tho section lines as ran by the survoy.
This plan was carricd out to the satisfaction of all
concerned.

From iho time clections becume necessary to 1850,
when the town was organized, the territory embraced
within its limits, together with a part of Maine and
Norihfield, was known as Wheeling Precinet.  “I'he
place of voting was at Wilcox’s tavern, situated on
the Milwaukee road near whero it crosses the Des-
plaines River. After the organization of the town
elections were held at the village of Wheoling.

This town was organized, a9 were tho others in the
county, April 2, 1850. ‘T'ho meoting was held “at the
houso lately kopt by James Parker in the town of
Wheeling.” William H. Danton was chosen Moder-
ator, Egbort Van Vlack, Clerk, aud George Fullagar,
Assistant Clerk. The election resulted in thechoice of
the following officers, each receiving the vote append.
ol to his name: ‘Supervisor, S. M. Salisbury, 106 ;
Clork, Loewis Poot, 96; Asseasor, Ira Millard, 100;
Collector, D B. Briggs, 100; Cominissioners of High-
ways, Ira Sunow, 100, W, I. Dunton, 171, Audrew
Luce, 99; Counstalles, D. B. Briggs, 122, 5. D. W,
Miller, 93. A pound was provided for, to be as near
the conter of tho town as practicable, and Myron

expenses of tho towmship, but noe tax has over beon
levied for the snpport of the poor in Wheeling, nor
was o pouund provided at that time. Three hundred
dollars was raised for road aud bridge purposcs.
Fences wero required to bo built four feet high. The
total numbor“;? voles cast at this eloction was 191, as
cortified to by Lewis Poot, Towa Olerk, indicating s

pulation of about 750. The Commissioners of

ighways mot April 18, and divided the town into
six road districts. Their second action was to vacato
a road running north and south from the Rand road
to the Dundes road, between Sections 7 abnd 8§, and
17 and 18. This action was taken May 4, on the
petition of ten citizens, dated April 19. ‘I'he board of
appointment, consisting of S. M. Salisbury, Supervisor,
Lewis Peot, Clork, William Scoville, Justice of the
Peace, and Joel F. Hawks, Justice of the Peace,
met May 4 at tho house of George Streng, and
appointed lysander Miller Overscer of iighways
for District No. 1; Richard Adams for No. 2;
Ira Suow for No. 3; Qeorge Strong for No. 4;
Stophen Lamb for No. 5, and James Dunton for No.
6. On the 13th of March, 1851, the Commissioners
divided the town into nine districts each two miles
square. ‘T'he first highway fund, recoived by the Com-
missioners of Ilighways previously to March-25, 1851,
was $260. At that time it was reported that in five
of the road districts there had been performed five
hundred and ninety-seven daye’ work, and in one
other dielrict one hundred and one. The elections
subsequent to that of 1850 have resulted in filling thoe
officos as follows:

These three strects were nam
Prairie, Dunton and Vail streets, and were each four
rods wide. There was also a highway, commenci

nderhill’s addition was surveyed by Edmund
County Surveyor, May 19, 1859, and was acknow
May 25.

N. Y., in 1826, son of Amlrew and
Jane Wilson. He eame to Cook County in 1840 and located
in Deer Giove, Pnlatine Township, where he remained for
about ten years. when he removed to Rock River. llere he
remained for two yenrs. then moved to Wheeling Township
ani Jocated on the farm where he now resides, containing 100
acres.  lle was warried in 1856 to Miss Sarah E, danghter of
Henry and Eva Fulkerson. They have three children—Eva J,,
Charles W, and Ella A.  Mrs. Wilson is a member of the
Baptist Church. Mr. Wilson has served on the school board
for four ycars.

VILLAGE OF WIHEELING.

This village is located on the Milwaukee road, six
miles north of Desplaines and four miles west of
Shermer Station. Tn 1837 Wheeler & Daniels started
a store here, and about the same time Joseph Filking
opened o hotel.  Mr. Filking also built the first honse
in the place. The lunber was brought from Kenni.
cott’s mill, about a mile south of Hult Day. A second
hotel was opencd about the yonr 1840, by Jasnes Parker.
The post-office wus ostablished in 1836, with Joseph
Filkins for Postmaster. Mr. Filkins was succeeded by
Charles Daniels, and he by J. L. McDuaffy. John B.I)
Schaeffer was the next Postmaster, and then Charles
Vogt, I'red. Stryker and Churles Ifunsinger, each in
turn, the latter lLeing the }u-esent ofticial, appointed
carly in 1883. “The Hrst blacksmith here was a Mr.
Shepard or Shepherd, as stated elsewhere, in 1838 ; the
sccond was Agher (. Skinner, in thesaume year, and
the third was E. K. Bench, recently deceased, in 1842
or 1843. A church, the ouly one in the village, was
erected in 18G8, by the Lutherans, at & cost of about
£1,600. It i a one-story framo, with a short steeple.
This village attained its present size quite & number of
years ago, und not being near a railroad is not likely to
grow very materially in the near Intupe. The c'hief
events of imperlance in the recent history of the
placo have been the proseention of various parties for
the illegal selling of intoxicating drinks by George
Strong, one of the oldest sottlers of the town of Wheel-
ing, and a strong foe of intomperance. “The village
now contains two gencral stores, three hotels, two
blacksmith shops, one wagon shop, two shoe shops, one
brewery, one physician, a Futheran Church, and about
200 inhabitants.
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WHEELING BIOGRAPRICAL SKETCHES.

LOUIS FISCHER, wheelwright, was born in Wheeling in
1539, son of l.ouis and Johannuh Fischer, who came to Cook
County in June, 1838, and located in Wheeling Townshipon a
farm.  His father died in October, 1875, st the age of sixty-
seven years. 1lis mother is living, at the age of seventy. ll);'.
Fischer in carly life lenrned the trade of wheelwright. In
1361 he enlistel in Company [, 15tk Illinois Volunteer
Infantry, anil took pert at Littsburg Landing, Corinth, siege
of Vicksburg, Jackson, and other engagements, He was
wounded at the battle of Pittsburg Landing, and disabled
tvom service abont two months, In June, 1804, he was mus-
teied out and returned to Wheeling, and bought the wheel-
wright shop of S. W. Rees, of whom he learned his trade. This
business he has since followed. Ile was married in 1805 to
Miss Sophin Periolet; they have had seven children, six now
living—Julia, George, Reinhold, Edwin. Oscar and Irving.
They are Methodist in religious faith, Mr. Mischer is a mmem-
ber of the Masonic fraternity, A. . & A, M., Yirtravius
Lolge, No. 81, of which he has heen secrctary for thirteen
conscculive years. lle has been trustec for the school fund
for nine years, and school dircctor for four years.

In 1816 he moved to Ohlo, settling in Cuya-
hoga County, where he worked at the blacksmith trade in con-
nection with farming. 1le was here mades Justice of the
Peace and Deputy Sheriff of the county.

Ie held a commission as General
in the Ohio Militia. Tle was the first Justice of the Peace of the
gminct which ineluded what is now Wheeling Township, and

In that year he formed a partnership
with Emel Sigwalt, and the business is now conducted under
the firm name of Vogt & Sigwalt. They carry a full stock of

eneral merchnndise.  Mr. Vogt was married, in 1857, to Miss

osaphine, daughter of Napolean and Salome Periolate; they
have had three children, all decensed, e is & member of the
Presbyterian Chureh; is also a member of the Masonic fra-
ternity, A. F. & A. M., Virtruvius Lodge, No. 81, and has
been Town Clerk and school director.

The medical colleges and hygienic institutions of
Chicago bear mute, though substantial, testimony to
the medical prowess of her doctors, as her many hos-
pitals, infirmaries and charitable institutions do to their
benevolence and love for their species. These are as
much evidences of their exerted endeavor, as the indi-
vidual honor and fame that attaches 10 their names.

The early medical history may be accurately divided
into three epochs: one, anterior to 1834, when individ-
ual, isolated effort characterized the medical fraternity;
the second, from 1835 to 1844, when the various indi-
viduals commingled, established societies and medical
sodalities ; and the third epoch, subsequent to the es-
tablishment of Rush Medical College in 1844, when
Chicago became a recognized center of medical instruc-
tion, and the alumni of this institution dispersed through-
out the country, carrying the impress of their aima
nater with them,

But two additional items remain to be mentioned in
this chapter: one the names of three dentists, two
representative Chicago men, Dr. Aaron Gibbs, who
came here about 1845; Dr. James Kennicott, who com-
menced dental practice about 1848, and John C, Pride,
a phenomenal dentist, who not alone extracted the of.
fending molar or ingisor, but gave instruction in vecal
and piano music, thorough-bass, etc,, in the year 1852,
Also the name of John Webster deserves mention as
the first hydropathic physician announcing himself as
such in 1852 ; and W. Atkinson, in 1853, is the primal
“confidential " physician.

EarLy Druccists.—The second item concerns
those who provided the means, whereby the physicians
were enabled to combat disease. The earliest pharma-
ceutist of Chicago was Philo Carpenter, who acrived
here in July, 1832, shortly thereafter opening a variety
and drug store on what is now known as Lake Street,
near the eastern bank of the river; and subsequently
removing to South Water Street. Early in 1833, Peter
Pruyne ™ and Edmund Stoughton Kimberly opened the
second of Chicago's drug-stores. William Hull Clarke
arrived in Chicagoe May 23, 1835, and opened a drug
store with Abram F. Clarke. Under date of November
11, 18335, this firm advertised that they have opened a
new drug store at the store formerly occupied by Kim-
ball & Porter, coraer of Water and Clark streets, This
firm subsequently remaved to 10z Lake Street ; dissolv-
ing partnesship’ March 1, 1841; W. H. entering ‘into
copartnership with Samuel C. Clarke, his brother, and
remaining with him until about 1850. About 1855, W,
H. arke became assistant engineer of the Chicago
Board of Public Works, which position he retained until

his death in August, 1378. Frederick Thomas, in the
American of June 8, 1835, advertised che proprietorship
of the Chicago New Drug, Medical and Paint Store, on
Water Street, two doors from the American office, near
the drawbridge; and also advertised that he performed
“bleeding, leeching and tooth-drawing: ™ thus estab-
lishing himself as Chicago’s first barber-surgeon. In
the American of Januvary 16, 1836, under date of Janu-
ary 15, Mr. Thomas announced a copartnership with
Thomas Jenkins, at 2 new store on Lake Street, one
door west of Clark; for the sale of dry goods, grocer-
ies, paints, drugs and medicines; but the advertisement
does not specify that the phlebotomical practice was
maintained. On April 2, 1836, the partnership was dis-
solved, Mr. Thomas retiring. The names of the other
early druggists are given in Fergus's directory of 1839:
Edward R, Allen and Leroy M. Boyce; Leroy M, Boyce
continuing the business alone at 521 Lake Street, July
10, 1840, and subsequently at 113 Lake Street ; being
succeeded, in 1851, by J. Sears, Jr, and E. R. Bav.
Dr, E. Dewey, who advertised on July 1, 1840, asbeing
at Apothecaries” Halt, Dearborn Street ; Nelson Bu.
chanan, and Sidney Sawyer, who were in business for 2
number of years subsequent to 1839.

RUSH MEPICAL COLLEGE,

The act of incorporation for this institution was
drawn by Drs. Daniel Brainard and Josiah C. Good-
hue; was passed by the Legislature ; and approved by
the Governor on March 2, 1337. The Chicago Amer-

ican of March 25, 1837, commenting thercupon, states
that “this act may be regarded as not the least of the
favors which Chicago has received at the hands of the
State. Being the first institution of the kind in Illinois,
or indeed west of Cincinnati and Lexington, 4t must
soon possess advantages of [ocation which but few
medical schools enjoy. With such a situation, if it re-
ceive the fostering care of the public, cannot fail to be-
come an ornament and an honor to our infant city.
The benefits resulting from the establishment of literary
and scientific institutions in a community are very

great,
